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INTRODUCTION
• The problematic related with the

illegal drugs ( your consumption,
production and traffic ) grow each
day and become a constant
challenge for the social sciences.
However, the drug traffic
(production, transport,
commercialization) is a social
phenomenon barely studied for
the social sciences, since these
have centered your analysis in of
the consumption.



• The illegal activity of producing
and commercialize illegal drugs,
in some regions, has being
related with important social and
cultural transformations and with
the establishment of new rules of
interaction, changes in the
values, processes of legitimation.





PROBLEM
• In the state of Baja California (Mexico) and in the department of

the Valle del Cauca (Colombia), it been incoming cast a net of
transnational traffic of cocaine, heroine and marihuana. In
these places of Latin America the development of the drug
traffic has made evident through the diverse media of
communication. Press, films, novels, books, “narcocorridos” art,
report that these places are fundamental stages for the
development of the transnational drug traffic for more than four
decades.







Objectives

• Exploring the mechanisms by means of those which the
transnational nets of the drug traffic are interweaved social in
the territories in those who are incoming to him.

• Identifying the structural characteristics of the global nets of
cocaine and heroine markets.

• Exploring the social representation of the drug traffic as
indicator of the social influence of these nets.

• Analyzing the form in which the drill of the social power of the
transnational nets of the drug traffic has favored the
consolidation of your illegal project.
